Adoption Awareness Month aims to raise awareness of adoption and increase the number of children adopted.  Children’s Aid Societies provide a free, public adoption system in Ontario, which includes support, training and education.
HCAS Manager, Resources, Pat Gamble, says Hastings Children’s Aid Society is always looking for permanent homes for children and youth and offer many options including adoption, kinship care arrangements, legal custody and long-term foster care.

“Currently, there are approximately 40 children, including school age children and sibling groups, available for adoption in Hastings County and everyone of them deserves a permanent family,” said Ms. Gamble.  “These are children who have entered foster care through no fault of their own.  They’re victims of child abuse, neglect or abandonment and their parents’ legal rights have been terminated.”
Like the Society’s foster families, adoptive families receive extensive support and training which include standardized provincial training programs (PRIDE) and home study processes (SAFE). 
 

Every child deserves a family and everyone can help make a difference during Adoption Awareness Month, said HCAS Executive Director, Len Kennedy.  “Adoption Awareness Month not only celebrates the unique joys of creating families through adoption, but creates public awareness and helps increase the number of families willing to consider adoption,” said Kennedy.
